IX.  PUBLIC COMMENT
Mike Jones-Asked about corrections to the minutes. Carrie said they were made. Nicole & Mike Jones also here for a water update and where we stand.  Paul-October 9 we tentatively adjusted the intermunicipal agreement based on the map.  We did get the map and when we go over it we will be signing it.  We can conduct other business at the reorganization meeting.  Mike-did the new map make it more suitable?   Paul- Yes it did. Jim-LTMA would like one more meeting with us and go over the map.  Amber-we are all on the same page and just have to have one more meeting. Jim Stiffler-would be nice to get water lines into the township, it would help with fire protection.
JoEllen Bruno-Has questions about the solar farm going in on Haney Drive.  Her concern is that they have property below it and worried about their water source.  Amber-the solar farm would be aware of that and test the water, they would be responsibility for the water source. JoEllen-Where are we at in the process? Amber- The solar company has not done anything for an application, we have had one initial meeting with them.  Paul-the initial meeting was to ask for a variance on the setbacks. Bill Kline-We did not know when they are allowed to start.  Amber-they are not allowed to do anything until they get township and county approval.  Bill Kline-what about them up there boring already.  Amber-that is part of the initial testing period and that is between the property owner and the solar company.  JoEllen-Can we get a copy of the survey map.  Amber-we don’t have that with us and the survey map is probably going to change.  
JoEllen- what are the variances about? Paul-they wanted to be closer to the property area then what the ordinance allows them.  
Amber-The solar company would have more space and easier to install with the variance.  Until they can come back again its not even on our radar.  JoEllen-Can we meet with you and go over all of our concerns?  Who do we go over the ordinance with?  Bill-can we have a separate meeting?   Amber-really this is not on the agenda and we don’t need to discuss it. JoEllen is concerned about the property below the solar farm and just wants to talk to someone to address her concerns and how we will got our questions answered.  Amber-there will be a hearing and you can come to the hearing.  JoEllen-I don’t want the hearing to be the first time we get our questions answered.  Bill-How much up front information can you get? Amber until the solar company submit somethings we cant really say.  JoEllen when was this meeting?   Amber it was on October 29.  JoEllen-Can we meet with the supervisors.  Amber-put something in email and send to me. Bill I would rather write an email and send to you. Bill asked how he finds the agenda and meetings.  Carrie it is now two separate pages for each if you go under agenda and the agenda is posted to the right of it.  Bill-who is the company.  Amber-Keystone Luminous Energy, LLC. Paul gave Bill a blank solar application for his review. Paul-there is also a issue with Haney Drive.  Amber-we can’t even do anything until Keystone Luminous comes back to us.  JoEllen-how do we find out about the next meeting.  Amber-there will be a public meeting or you can do a right to know.  Bill-can we do a stand alone meeting?  Amber-just send me email.  Bill & JoEllen-we appreciate your time. 
Frank Tanlinger -Sewage is quiet and was here to ask about the bylaws.  Paul it is on Carries agenda to try to find the bylaws. We did get the meetings to every other month now.

Jim Stiffler-here to ask our plans for fixing dirt roads in the township. Paul-any roads in particular.  Jim-Halferty, Beaufort, Hanna, Keiper, and really no mater what road you drive on you see more water on it then in the ditches. Also, he would like to see Hanna paved especially with increase of traffic with the vineyard.  Paul-the vineyard has not even got approved sewage yet.  Jim-if they do got approval the traffic is going out Mountain View to 711 and that is horrible.  There is no site distance with the pilars there and there is going to be more accidents.
